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These forecasts give the expected minimum water levels above chart 

datum at the indicated locations and at the specified times to assist 

commercial shipping in short term planning of operations (1 to 4 

weeks).

The maritime industry has the responsibility of adding a sufficient 

safety margin to these forecasts. Hydrodynamic phenomena can 

influence water levels observed at gauging stations used by MCTS, 

especially during low water periods.

It should be clearly understood that this information is a forecast of 

water levels which may be altered by short term hydrometeorological 

factors. The vessel master or officer-in-charge has the ultimate 

responsibility for the vessel safety at all times.
