The maritime industry has the responsibility of adding a sufficient safety margin to these 

forecasts. Hydrodynamic phenomena can influence water levels observed at gauging stations 

used by MCTS, especially during low water periods.

Water levels should stay relatively stable on the short term followed by a decrease of water levels 

on the mid-term partly due to expected management of upstream control structures.
